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Safe Work Procedure on Quad Log Decks
HAZARDS

· Tripping hazards exist as you access the log decks. Chain runs are raised & bark & debris may be piled up between the chain runs. 

· To de-energize the equipment stand to the right of the switchgear, look away & pull the switchgear with your left hand.

· Logs are heavy; do not over exert yourself, GET HELP.
Entering onto the log decks should be your last option. Attempt to use a pike pole or the removable pins to straighten the logs.

However if you must go onto the decks you must lock out Quad Log Decks       &      . Stop the log decks & then pull the local disconnects. Stop the Log Outfeed Sweep       & the Barker Cross-over Belt      . Pull the local disconnects. The use of the lock out cable will allow you to lock out the 4 disconnects with 1 lock.

REMEMBER: 1 lock for each person working on the log decks.
Test/start twice to ensure lock-out was effective.

Be sure of your footing and balance when using a peevee or pike pole. Do not place yourself in an area that may put you in the bight.

Once you have completed the task and the area is clear, you may remove your locks and return the switchgear to the “ON” position.

IMPORTANT NOTE

All Safe Work and Lockout Procedures are in place to keep you and your co-workers safe.
You must follow these instructions. Before attending to a procedure, ensure you are ready, equipped and have all PPE needed. Assess risks and dangers and take actions to ensure your safety. If you feel you are not appropriately trained, or have any doubts or questions about these procedures, you must contact your Supervisor and develop a Safe Work Procedure.
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
