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Safety policy for pedestrian traffic                                                    


INTENT

The intent of this policy is to ensure a safe workplace in every area of our operation where pedestrians interact with mobile equipment.

APPLICATION


This policy applies to <<INSERT YOUR COMPANY NAME>> employees, contractors, and visitors.

This policy complements existing policies already in place at our facilities. 

REQUIREMENTS

Management must: 
· Establish designated locations for Employee Parking. Restrict the access of private vehicles to the site other than on an exception basis with proper approval from site management. 
· Establish designated walkways to access facilities. This includes routes from employee parking lots to and from main entrances of the facilities, routes between buildings on the site (e.g. between Sawmill and Planer) and any other areas where frequent pedestrian traffic is present. Ensure these walkways are clearly marked in a way that is not hindered by seasonal changes (e.g. snow).
· Where possible and practical, separate pedestrian and mobile equipment traffic with a physical barrier such as a concrete barrier or hand rail. 
· Apply a personal protective equipment (PPE) policy that includes the requirement to wear at a minimum, a Hi-visual vest (or reflective coveralls) when entering (or exiting) the plants from (or to) the parking location(s).

Note: this is the minimum standard for travel between the facility and its designated parking areas. Consult the company’s PPE policy for specific PPE requirements when working in our around the facility.
· Wherever regular interaction with pedestrians and forklifts must occur, establish a protocol where pedestrian traffic must make a physical hand gesture to announce their presence and receive clearance from the mobile equipment operator that it is safe to proceed. Utilize reminders such as stop signs and point of decision prompts to remind employees of communication requirements. 
· Conduct periodic site assessments to identify high-risk areas for mobile equipment and pedestrian interaction and seek to eliminate these areas where possible. Where elimination of interaction is not possible, establish specific procedures to ensure pedestrian traffic safety (e.g. radio communication) and ensure these procedures are incorporated into site safety protocols. 
· Ensure that every exit from the plant is assessed. Establish protocols for use of those exits and ensure that these protocols are communicated to all employees. Use signage as reminders where appropriate. Add review of exit protocols to monthly safety tours.
· Provide “Line of Sight” and “Pedestrian Safety” training to all employees during initial onboarding/orientation and then annually as a refresher.
Employees, contractors and visitors must:

· Review this policy as required.

· Participate in training administered by site contact prior to entering any company site.
· Adhere to the policy:
· Park in designated areas
· Wear required PPE at all times 
· Always use designated walkways, entrances and exits
· Follow established communication procedures for interaction with mobile equipment:

· Mobile equipment always has the right of way even when crossing designated walkways.

· Make sure the mobile equipment operator sees you by making eye contact and a hand gesture that is reciprocated by the operator before proceeding near mobile equipment
· Utilize radio communication with mobile equipment in areas where it is required.

· Participate in continuous improvement of policies and procedures by reporting all incidents including hazards, near misses, property damage and first aid immediately.

This policy will be reviewed on an annual basis with all employees, visitors and contractors and will become part of all new employee, visitor and contractor orientation programs.

The Safety Officer/Manager is responsible for interpreting this policy, as necessary, and for recommending revisions as needed if conditions or technologies change over time.
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
