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Crew Talk - Working under and around vehicles

Use this Crew Talk to lead and document a worksite conversation on working safely under and around vehicles.
Recent Incidents:

	· On February 11, 2019 - A worker was fatally injured when the pickup truck he was working underneath moved unexpectedly and he was run over.
	· On September 20th, 2018 - A forestry worker was repairing the front steering of a pickup truck, when the truck moved unexpectedly and he was struck.

	· November 13, 2016 - A log truck driver was fatally injured when he was run over by another log truck in a maintenance yard. 
	· On January 31, 2016 23-year-old man was killed after being run over by an empty logging truck that he and a co-worker were trying to repair. Both workers were driving the logging truck to a camp when they stopped to fix a mechanical issue.

	· October 14, 2015 - A worker was removing the driveline from a shop truck when the truck rolled over him causing fatal injuries. 
	· August 9, 2016 - The owner of a log hauling company was fatally injured while working around his shop. He was jump starting a tractor when it moved inadvertently, pinning him under the rear wheels.


Key points:

· There have been a high number of fatalities in the forest industry involving working under or around vehicles

· All of the fatal incidents involved upset conditions during repairs or maintenance. An upset condition is an event or situation that is out of the ordinary and includes mechanical breakdowns or unexpected conditions at the worksite.  Incidents frequently occur during upset conditions.
· All the repairs were being done on the side of the road or at home and not in a shop.
· Appropriate lockout and practices to prevent the movement of the vehicles were not employed in the majority of incidents.
· Employing proper lockout and immobilization practices when working on and around vehicles and equipment significantly reduces the risk of injury or death.
· Remember to “Chock it – Block it – Lock it” to prevent unexpected vehicle movement.
